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This is my 6th. Annual report.





28th. July 2021.
Due to COVID 19 virus and the very crowded calendar not much has happened on the coaching scene so not much has changed since my half yearly report.
I am starting my report on an extremely disappointing matter and I am thoroughly disgusted at the attitude and manners of clubs and school’s in our Zone. Warren Boyd from Newcastle conducts a Lawn Bowls program for school children called LET’S PLAY BOWLS and he spent a lot of time and effort arranging for Information Sessions for Schools and Clubs. He sent out to all Clubs and Schools within our Zone all the necessary paperwork and information re the program. The session for Schools was to be held on Sunday 28th. February and the session for Clubs to be held on the 1st. March. For these sessions he travelled from Newcastle and bought with him several folders containing all the necessary information to conduct the program. For all his efforts to help our Zone Clubs to encourage school children to try our sport he received not one school or club representative at either session and to make things worse not one apology. Not one Club can say they did not know about it, no excuses. 

WELL DONE ZONE CLUBS. SO MUCH FOR WANTING NEW MEMBERS. 
Our coaching members I think have remained the same due to no courses being run in our Zone that I am aware of and BA giving all coaches an extra 12 months accreditation due to the COVID 19 Virus. At my last record we have 38 Men and 17 Women coaches in our Zone, a total of 55. Six (6) Men and 3 Women will have to re-accredit this year and 12 Men and 3 Women in 2022.
The members of the Zone coaching committee members were John Williams (CM), Gary McPhee (CW), Glenn Morrison (FW), Denise Huender (WD) and Convenor John Rodis. Unfortunately Denise had to resign from her position as she has moved away from our Zone so we now need someone from the Western District Area to replace her.
Suggestions from our last committee meeting.
1.Area convenors were to set up Area coaching committee’s responsible for coaching within their area (due to virus I think this would not have occurred). 

2.The Zone should start promoting bowls at club level, Juniors and coaching, on radio, face-book and TV with ads similar to BA/Bowls NSW ads.
3.That clubs should consider playing shorter games and to make it fun. Eg. 3 games of 8 ends with teams and players positions rotating, 
Several of our Lady and Men coaches will have to re-accredit in 2022 with Bowls NSW notifying them when they are due. 

Following the AGM if we have coaching committee members present I would like to convene a meeting of the committee. 

I am asking all Clubs in our Zone to chase up Working with Children Check number and expiry information from all your Coaches and please forward to me ASAP.
I am hoping to organise with Bowls NSW a club coach course for interested persons (male/female) at West Dubbo BC at a suitable time and we will require a minimum of five candidates and the cost of the course and manual is $110.00.  At the AGM meeting I will also be asking if there is any interest from people in the Zone to attend Selection and Competition modules. The costs for these courses are $50.00 each including the manual and is of a 4 hour duration. 
We still require the other Zone clubs without a qualified coach to try and find a committed member to take up the challenge. 

Our Junior 2 test series against Zone 5 was again played on the 24th. January 2021 at Bathurst Majellan BC with 14 of our Juniors playing. Thanks to Majellan BC for hosting this test series at short notice due to the Bathurst Community Club refusing to host the event due to the COVID 19 Virus. An excellent Venue and the day was enjoyed by all and Majellan has again been booked for the 2022 event.

 A training day by Bowls NSW was organised at West Dubbo BC on Friday the 6th. April for all of the Zone’s Juniors which was followed by the State Junior 7 aside Championships over the next 2 days. The training day was conducted by Gary Willis (National Coach), Karen Murphy (Assistant National Coach),  Sharyn Renshaw (Australian Representative), Michael Wilks (Australian Representative) and Gavin Holburn (CHS Convenor). How fortunate the Juniors were.
The 14 selected Juniors for the 7 aside Championships were selected after the Bathurst matches when we were notified by Bowls NSW that we could enter 2 sides in the 7 aside championship. Following the championship we had 5 boys and 2 girls selected for the selection trials at Cabramatta BC. A training day was conducted at West Dubbo on Sunday 23rd. May but due to Zone and Club commitments only 4 of the players could attend.
Glenn Morrison conducted 4 one day coaching sessions at Nyngan Public School of the Bowls Australia Rookie Rollers Program in April and it proved very successful. Over 150 students attended each day which was split up into different class groups.
Glenn Morrison and myself successfully conducted at Coonamble Bowling Club 3 days of Coaching for school children, new adults, inexperienced and experienced adults in May. A total of 56 attended with 10 Primary, 7 High, 3 Teachers and 36 Adults including 4 from Gulargambone. The coaching consisted Stance, Delivery, Grip, Line, Weight Control, Fault Correction, Drills, Training Practice and Fun Games.

Sessions were conducted over 1.5 hrs to 2 hrs and the coaching was related to what the attendees required.

Barry Wilkinson has just completed a month of coaching at Coonabarabran BC for 20 interested High School children and has had excellent attendances with both boys and girls showing great interest and hopefully a lot of them will take up the sport. Congratulations Barry and well done. We need more like you.
How many clubs have got involved with the Bowls NSW Inter Schools Challenge - 2021 this year.

My personal thanks to all the coaches in our Zone for the effort and time that they put into coaching, and I hope they are getting rewards from seeing the improvement and enjoyment of their pupils.
I am willing to again stand for The Zone 4 Coaching Convenor position if required and elected.
